DINNER ON THE FIRST DAY OF PLAY 

Pre-ordered food vouchers will be handed out in the hall where you are playing. 

Dinner will be served in our street food area in Jyske Bank Arena. 

It is also possible to buy food on site for parents, siblings, and others — so everyone can eat together. 

Please follow the signs on the day. 

COUNTING NEXT MATCH 

Winner of a match in the group stage counts the next match on the court. In the cup after the groups do the 

loser of the match count the next on the court. In doubles the pair must decide who. 

 

RULES OF THE TOURNAMENT 

The players themselves must count the following game on the same court he/she played on.  

• Pool – the winner counts.  

• Cup – the looser counts. 

Semifinals in M are being played without an Umpire due to lack of Umpires. 

All A, B, C and D categories are played without Umpires 

SPECIFICALLY REGARDING U9: 

U9 will play in the Korup Halls. Since some of the divisions are played using the Swiss Ladder tournament 

format, not all match times can be seen on BadmintonPlayer – and the matches currently listed may change 

if there are withdrawals. 

All players must arrive and be ready to play on Wednesday at 9:15 and Thursday at 9:00. Please report to the 

referee’s table upon arrival so we know you’re there. 

On Wednesday, singles will be played for about 4 hours – and on Thursday, doubles will be played for about 

3 hours. In this tournament, there will be at least one match break between each of your games. 

Court size, net height, and scoring system follow the normal U9 rules for this season. 

Also, there will be no winners declared in U9, but all participants will receive a commemorative gift in the 

form of a silver medal.

RULES OF COACHING 

• In U9, U11 and U13 coaching is only allowed in the set interval between 1st and 2nd and again 

between 2nd and 3rd set. No coaching during play or at 11. 

• In U15 coaching is allowed at all intervals. No coaching during play. 

• In U17/19 coaching is allowed at all intervals and during the game as long as the shuttle is not in 

play.

SHUTTLES 

Matches will be played with VICTOR feather shuttles in some divisions and carbon hybrid shuttles in others. 

About carbon hybrid shuttles: 

A hybrid shuttle is a modern type of badminton shuttlecock, where the frame is made of carbon ribs, while 

the “feathers” are made from a durable, feather-like plastic material. This combination creates a shuttle that 

behaves like a traditional feather shuttle in terms of flight and feel, but is more robust and consistent in its 

trajectory. 

The purpose of using hybrid shuttles is to combine the best of both worlds – the natural flight and precision 

of feather shuttles, along with the longer durability and stability of plastic shuttles. This represents the future 

of shuttle technology, and we are pleased to introduce it at Victor Denmark Junior 2025. 

IMPORTANT: All shuttles must be returned to the referee’s table before a new shuttle can be issued.

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TRANSPORT 

Shuttle bus will be provided from Korup Skole to the Venue. 

• The bus is scheduled before the tournament every day (before play starts). It will go from Korup 
Skole to the Venue. 

• The bus is scheduled after the tournament on the first day (after the end of play). It will only go from 
the Venue to Jyske Bank Arena (Victor Denmark Open). 
 

ACOMMODATION AT KORUP SKOLE 

If you show up with more persons than preliminarily listed and booked for at entry, you must pay DKK 110, - 

per additional persons per night (availability considered). 

Accommodation will be the same place for all the players - Korup School. Præstevej 2, 5210 Odense. 

The school is open for check-in every day from 15.00-22.30. 

The school is locked every day between 9.00 and 15.00. 

Remember to check in with the guards on arrival. 

For those who have ordered breakfast, it will be served at Korup School between 7.00 and 8.00 am.
